Class Dojo 


As you know, the pupils work very hard each week to earn 'Dojo Points' for effort and achievement.  We highlight the weekly 'Dojo Masters'. These are pupils who have achieved the top number of Dojos in their class. 





Homework


Your child will receive a Homework Overview based around a curriculum area each half term. Year Summer curriculum 2021


          In English we will be working on improving our sentences.  We will be making sure we use full stops and capital letters, finger spaces, adjectives and connectives to make our sentences more interesting.


We will be writing poems about the seaside.


Our     Our main text will be  The Lighthouse Keeper’s Lunch.  We will also be looking a various non-fiction books about the seaside.





In Maths we will be working on making sure we have all the concepts we need ready for Year 2.  This will include working on:


Number and place value


Addition and subtraction


Shapes and patterns


Measures (including time)


Fractions, position and movement


Doubles up to 10





In Science we will be continuing our work on the seasons and be looking at signs that it is Summer. We will also be working on the topic ‘Animals including humans’ and be thinking about parts of our bodies and how humans and animal grow up healthily.





In Geography we will be researching features of the seaside and looking and natural and manmade features. We will be learning about the four points of the compass and we will also compare and contrast the seaside to our environment.





In History, we will be thinking about what the seaside was like in the past.





In Art and  Design Technology we will be drawing and painting.  We will be looking at the colours and patterns on seashells. We will be designing,  making and evaluating when we make our own lighthouse models, also we will be making sea biscuits just like Mr Grinling had in the Lighthouse Keeper’s Lunch.
